3. Curbside voting
4. BBM and FPCA’s mail out
a. BBM-mailed out 30 days (10/04) before the election; FPCA-mailed out 45 days (Sept. 13) before an election. 
5. Precinct election judges and alternate judges each location
a. Need judges and workers to add to the list.  Worker count is decreasing-if anyone knows of someone that would like to work-have them contact the elections office. 
6. Training
a. Dates will be set for this, right now nothing has been set. 
7. Last day to register to vote for primary 
a. October 7, 2024
8. Sheriff-deputies will be needed for central count
a. Friday, October 25, 2024 at 10 a.m.
b. Tuesday, November 5, 2024 at 10 a.m. and again in the evening starting around 7pm till all locations have returned equipment and voted ballots
c. Thursday, November 7, 2024 at 9 a.m.
d. Tuesday, November 13, 2024 at 9 a.m.
9. Letters sent to polling election judges on # of workers needed
a. Writ of elections have been sent to all judges to let them know how many clerks they can appoint to work for election day.  Varies per location. 
10. Ballots will be ordered
a. 10000 plus ballots are in house-should not have to order ballots unless the ballot has to be 17”.  These are the ballots used at the polling locations. 
b. Ballots used for absentee voting have been ordered through ES&S and will be delivered via the printing company.
