a. February 2, 2026
8. Constables will be needed for central count
a. Constable will be needed to watch the ballot board handle the absentee ballots-9 days before the election and on election day. 
b. If constable is not available will need a deputy
9. Letters sent to polling election judges on # of workers needed
a. Writ of elections will be sent to all judges to let them know how many clerks they can appoint to work for election day.  Varies per location. 
10. Ballots will be ordered
a. 9750 ballots have been ordered from ES&S with the Elections office These are the ballots used at the polling locations. 
b. Ballots used for absentee voting have been ordered through ES&S and will be delivered via the printing company.
